BATTERY

This device works with a Lithium-Ion battery (see SPECIFICA-
TIONS). Make sure the provided battery is fully charged. 
To charge the battery, you can only use a 5V - 1A charger with 
USB Type C connector for charging. Connect your charger to the 
charging connector [09]. When charging, the battery indicator 
[10] is red. When fully charged, the battery indicator [10] is 
green. 
The product does not support fast charging.

USE

STANDARD USING
 · Switch on the device by holding the power On/Off button [08] 

for 3 seconds and check the display [14] and LED lights [15] 
lights up.
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 · Slide the gooseneck [11] with camera [12] inside a tube, 
engine, machine, style wall… Move the gooseneck [11] with 
camera [12] until you see the object or place you want to 
inspect on the display [14].

 · When your inspection is finished, remove the gooseneck [11] 
with camera [12] entirely from the tube, engine, machine, 
style wall…

 · Switch off the device by holding tthe power On / Off button [8] 
for 3 seconds.

IMPROVE THE IMAGE
 · Press the image selector [01] to switch between black and 

white image or color image. Black and white images can 
increase the visibility in dark environments.

 · Press rotate image [02] to turn the image 180° in case the 
image on the display [14] is upside down.

 · You can increase the brightness of the LED lights [13] by press-
ing the button increase light [03]. The output of LED lights 
[13] will gradually intensify from 0% > 60% > 80% > 100%.

 · You can decrease the brightness of the LED lights [13] by 
pressing the button decrease light [04]. The output of LED 
lights [13] will gradually drop from 100% > 80% > 60% > 
0%.

 · Push the contrast button [05] change the contrast of the 
shown image. You can choose between Normal, Reduced or 
Intesified.

 · After the subject on the image is enlarged, it can be returned 
to normal size. Use the zoom out button [06] to gradually 
decrease from 2x > 1.5x > 1x.

 · If you want to enlarge the subject on the image, use the zoom 
in button [07] to gradually increase from 1x > 1.5x > 2x.

FAQ
What should you do when the image on the display is delayed? 
Please check whether the product has sufficient power, or restart 
the device.
What should you do when the image is not sharp? The optimal 
distance between the camera and the subject is between 2cm-
10cm. Please change the distance to the subject or clean the 
lens of the camera with a clean alcohol cloth.
What should you do when the camera is hot? It is normal for the 
camera to heat up, especially when the LED lights [13] are used 
with the highest brightness. This does not affect normal use or 
service life.
