When checking the
interior of an engine or machine, please make sure that the tem-
perature inside the engine or machine is within the operating
temperature (see SPECIFICATIONS).

When not in use, please ensure that the lens and the main unit
are clean and dry.

- Remove all protective foils.

This device works with a Lithium-lon battery. Make sure the
provided battery is fully charged.

To charge the battery, you can only use a 5V- TAor 5V - 2A
charger with USB Type C connector for charging. Connect your
charger to the USB-C Socket for charging [12].

= PREPARE THE DEVICE

(DIS-)CONNECTING THE CAMERA (GOOSENECK)

- Slide an hold the camera lock [01] away from the USB-C socket
(for camera) [15] while insert the USB-C connector [11] of the
camera in the USB-C socket (for camera) [15] of the device.

- To disconnect the camera, slide an hold the camera lock [01]
away from the USB-C socket (for camera) [15] while pull the
USB-C connector [11] of the camera out of the USB-C socket
(for camera) [15] of the device.

MICRO SD CARD

- Insert a Micro SD card (maximum 64GB) in the memory card
slot [14]. Pay attention you insert the card in the correct direc-
tion. Do not use excessive force when inserting or removing a
memory card to prevent damage to the card or device.

STANDARD USING

- Switch on the device by shifting up the power On / Off button

[03]and check the display [02] lights up.

- Slide the gooseneck [10] with camera [09] inside a tube,

engine, machine, style wall... Move the gooseneck [10] with
camera [09] until you see the object or place you want to
inspect on the display [02].

- When your inspection is finished, remove the gooseneck [10]

with camera [09] entirely from the tube, engine, machine,
style wall...

- Switch off the device by shifting down the power On / Off

button [03].

LANGUAGE SETTING

- Press the settings button [08] to enter the menu with all

available settings.

- Select the language setting
- Press the up [05] and down [07] button to select the desired

language.

- Press the Enter [06] button to confirm your choice. The

language will change now.

= OTHER SETTINGS
- Click the Settings button [08] to enter the menu with settings.

- Use the Up [05] and Down [07] buttons to move the gray
cursor and select the desired menu item.

- Click the Enter button [06] to open the item, use the Up [05]
and Down [07] buttons to select your preferred parameter.

- Then click the Enter button [06] to confirm.

- Use the Back [04] button to leave the actual part of the menu
you are working in.

- After the setting is completed, click the Back button [04] to exit
the menu with settings.
IMPROVE AND USE THE IMAGE

- Enlarge the subject on the image, use the zoom button [05] to
gradually increase from 1x > 1.5x > 2x > 1x > 1.5x...

- Press the Camera shutter [06] short to make a photograph.

- Hold the Camera shutter [06] to make a video. The video stops
when you stop holding the Camera shutter button [06].

- You can decrease the brightness of the LED lights [09] by
pressing Brightness LED lights button [07]. The output of LED
lights [09] will gradually drop from 100% > 80% > 60% >
0%.

- Press the Album button [04] to open the library with all
images and videos you saved.

- Select the photo or video you want to watch by using the Up
[05] and Down [07] button.

- Then click the Enter button [06] to open the selected photo
orvideo.

- If you want to delete this photo or video, press the Settings

button [08].

- Press the Back button to return to the previous view.

- You can copy photos or videos to your computer in 2 ways. You
can take the Memory Card and slide it in your computer. Or
you can connect your computer with a USB Type C connector

What should you do when the memory card cannot be recog-
nized?

Please check the memory card is a TF Card using the FAT32 for-
mat. If not, please format the memory card. Remove and insert
the card again, the restart your device.
